



The R.O.O.F. site for help for homeless

— The homeless can receive assistance beginning Thursday from local social service agencies through a satellite office at The R.O.O.F., 815 W. Maine.
Social Security Administra-tion will be at The R.O.O.F. satellite office 10 a.m. to noon Thursday and Feb. 15.
Workforce Oklahoma will set up its office at The R.O.O.F. 10 a.m. to noon Feb. 6, 13, 20 and 27.
Autry Technology Center services will be available at The R.O.O.F. by referral and ap-pointment only. 
Community Development Support Association services will be available at The R.O.O.F. 3 to 5 p.m. Feb. 6, 13, 20 and 27.
TPI Staffing will assist The R.O.O.F. clients 10 a.m. to noon Feb. 14 and 28.
Vocational Rehabilitation will offer services 10 a.m. to noon Feb. 5, 12 and 26.
Transportation to the Health Department is offered at 1 p.m. Thursday, Feb. 8, 15 and 22 through a 16-passenger van donated to Hope Outreach.
The R.O.O.F. is a ministry of Hope Outreach established to alleviate some of the struggles of the homeless. The R.O.O.F. has been giving out backpacks filled with hygiene items and blankets to help during the winter.
Karen Kewley, director of The R.O.O.F. said Hope Out-reach would like to expand services at The R.O.O.F. by adding showers, bathrooms, a communal room, a serving kitchen, laundry facility and more satellite offices.
“Thanks to the cooperative support of churches, individuals and agencies of the community, we have moved forward with this program,” Kewley said, “and there is still more to be done to offer all the services needed to help the Enid area homeless.”
